Whereas it is expedient to amend the Assam Veterinary and
Fishery University Act, 2024 hereinafter referred to as the principal
Act, in the manner hereinafter appearing;

It is hereby enacted in the Seventy-sixth Year of the Republic
of India, as follows:—

This Act may be called the Assam Veterinary and
Fishery University (Amendment) Act, 2025.

In the principal Act. in section 13, for the words, “The first
Vice Chancellor may be appointed by the Chancellor on the
recommendation of a search committee by the Government”
the following shall be substituted, namely:—

“The first Vice-Chancellor shall be appointed by the State
Government. The Chancellor shall appoint the subsequent
Vice-Chancellor on the recommendation of an Advisory
Board which shall consist of three members, one each shall
be nominated by the Chancellor, the Board of Management
and the State Government. The Chancellor shall appoint one
of them as the Chairman of the Advisory Board.”

In the principal Act, in section 24, in sub-section (4), the
second proviso shall be deleted.

In the principal Act, in section 35, in third line, for the words
“ICAR” the words “Indian Council of Agricultural Research
(ICAR) and Indian Veterinary Council” shall be substituted.

In the principal Act, in section 36, in eleventh line, the
words “such as “Krishi Vigyan Kendras, by whatever name
called,” shall be deleted.

In the principal Act, for section 50, the following shall be
substituted, namely:—

50. (1) There shall be a Committee which shall settle the
bifurcation of the colleges and institutions and
the posts of teachers and staff thereunder and the

assets and liability of the said colleges and

institutions  of the Assam  Agricultural
University.

(3) The Committee as mentioned above shall
exercise such powers and functions as may be
notified in the Official Gazette.”

In the principal Act, for section 54, the following shall be
substituted, namely:

(I) The colleges and institutions originally under the
Assam Agricultural University and the properties,
assets and liabilities and existing posts and vacant
posts of the said colleges and institutions shall be
distributed amicably between the Assam Agricultural
University and the Assam Veterinary and Fishery
University by the Committee constituted under
section 50.

(2) Any conflict and dispute between the Universities shall
be settled by the Committee and the decision of the
Committee in this respect shall be final and binding on
both the Universities.

(3) After the settlement of the placing of colleges and
institutions, their assets, liabilities, the posts of
teachers and non-teaching staff and wvacant posts
between the Universities, the Committee shall prepare
two lists, one, containing the name of the colleges
and institutions that shall continue to be governed by
the Assam Agriculture University, along with the
assets and liabilities and the other, containing the
names of the colleges, institutions and the assets and
the liabilities that shall be placed under the newly
created Veterinary and Fishery University and
thereafter forward the two lists to the State
Government for approval.

(4) The State Government after giving approval to the lists
of the colleges and institutions and assets and
iMabilities shall notify the same in the Official Gazette.

(5) After bifurcation, the posts of the teachers and non-
teaching staff of the earstwhile Agriculture
University whose services shall be placed under the
Assam Veterinary and Fishery University shall be
governed by such new rules of service condition as
maybe prescribed by the Assam Veterinary and
Fishery University.”

In the principal Act, in section 55, for the words
“Notwithstanding anything contained in this Act, every
student of the colleges specified in sub section (1) of section
54 who immediately before the commencement of the Act”,
the words, “After publication of the ngtiﬁcation in the
Official Gazette placing the colleges and institutions under
the Veterinary and Fishery University, as per sub section (3)
of section 54, every student who,” shall be substituted.
